Due to the holidays and unusually short time between
DeepSouthCons, | was unable to get an issue out before
DeepSouthCon (64) hosted by FenCon in Dallas, TX, in
February 2026.

At DeepSouthCon (63) hosted by ContraFlow Xl in
New Orleans, LA, in October 2025, the following
amendment to the DSC by-laws was approved.

“If there is an issue that cannot be resolved by the
seated DSC under current bylaws, the SFC executive
committee is empowered to resolve it (assuming that
it accepts).”
The purpose of this motion is a last chance fail safe in case of
emergency where the seated DSC convention organizers
abdicate their responsibilities for any reason. The SFC
officers then can step in to help out or deal with the situation
in the best interests of keeping the DSC convention on-going.
It does NOT require SFC to step in or be legally or
financially responsible for any obligations or debts incurred
by the seated DSC convention.

Longstreet Conrad, better known by her pen name Rachel
Caine, wrote the YA series The Morganville Vampires, and
The Great Library, in addition to thriller and sci-fi titles for
adults, died on November 1, 2020 following a battle with soft
tissue sarcoma. She was 58.

PASSINGS

Darryl Lawrence Elliott of Jonesboro, GA, passed away on
August 22, 2025, at the age of 63. Darryl was an
accomplished science fiction and fantasy artist, best known
for his stunning graphite work. He could conjure a world, a
character, or a story on anything - from canvas to a church

bulletin. His illustrations appeared in Analog, Amazing
Stories, White Wolf, Vampire: The Masquerade, and
Asimov's Science Fiction, where he was a seven-time
Reader's Choice Award winner. He created the first
published image of Daenerys Targaryen from Game of
Thrones and illustrated countless cards for games, including
The Lord of the Rings and Mortal Kombat. His artwork
reflected his lifelong love of sci-fi, horror, fantasy, anime,
and, in his own words, "basically anything awesome.” {I
remember him fondly from the many southern conventions he
attended and displayed his masterful art.}

John Herbert Varley (August 9, 1947 — December 10,
2025) was an American science fiction writer who won Hugo
and Nebula awards for his novellas, The Persistence of
Vision, Press Enter, and The Pusher. Varley was born in
Austin, Texas, on August 9, 1947. He grew up in Fort Worth,
moved to Port Arthur in 1957, graduated from Nederland
High School—all in Texas.

Dan Simmons (1948-2026): Celebrated author of Hyperion
and Carrion Comfort, passed away at 77 on February 21,
2026. He was guest of honor at ArmadilloCon 13 (October
11-13, 1991) in Austin, Texas.
